Honorable Mayor and City Council members: The finances for the City of Winslow, Arizona for
the month of February, 2026 are as follows: As of February 28, 2026, 67% of the fiscal year has
passed.

CITYWIDE:

Citywide revenues for the month of February, 2026 were $1,671,393, bringing the City’s total
fiscal year-to-date (YTD) revenues to $16,448,329. Citywide expenditures for the month of
February, 2026 were $1,976,762, bringing the City’s total fiscal year-to-date expenditures to
$16,369,692.

GENERAL FUND:

General Fund revenues for the month totaled $694,995 bringing the YTD total to
$8,372,976 or 75% of budgeted revenues. General Fund expenditures for the month totaled
$962,383 bringing the YTD total to$8,114,542 or 71% of budgeted expenditures.

HURF

HUREF revenues for the month totaled $148,327, bringing the YTD total to $1,001,524, or 64% of
budgeted revenues. HURF expenditures for the month totaled $103,983 bringing the YTD total to
$1,001,391, or 64% of budgeted expenditures.

ENTERPRISE FUNDS
WATER

Water revenues for the month totaled $199,156, bringing the YTD total to $1,694,292, or 33%
of budgeted revenues. Water expenditures for the month were $159,028 bringing the YTD total
to $1,561,318 or 27% of budget expenditures.

SANITATION

Sanitation revenues for the month totaled $95,293, bringing the YTD total to $785,094 or 65%
of budgeted revenues. Sanitation expenditures for the month totaled $27,484 bringing the YTD
total to $765,566, or 63% of budgeted expenditures.
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WASTEWATER

Wastewater revenues for the month totaled $230,784 bringing the YTD total to
$1,776,469 or 64% of budgeted revenues. Wastewater expenditures for the month totaled
$171,308 bringing the YTD total to $1,617,466 or 58% of budgeted expenditures.

Income and expenditures are within expected variances for all funds.

As of February 28, 2026 Total cash and investments were $15,115,207.

DISCUSSION

By way of background, in October 2015, Mayor and Council approved the use of cooperative
purchasing for the City’s procurement of goods and services. Since then, the City has saved
significant time and money by leveraging competitively awarded contracts from these cooperatives
with qualified vendors and contractors. The City of Winslow is a member of the City of Tucson’s
cooperative purchasing program which awards contracts through a competitive procurement process
and allows their use by other public entities including the City of Winslow.

The proactive maintenance of our streets is essential in preventing them from deteriorating to a point
where extensive rehabilitation or reconstruction becomes necessary. Preventive maintenance is
significantly more cost-effective than addressing major repairs. This pavement maintenance project
encompasses, but is not limited to, crack sealing, milling and crack filling, chip sealing, fog sealing,
overlays, and striping.

AGREEMENT TO PROVIDE SERVICES/SUPPLIES
PURSUANT TO A
COOPERATIVE PURCHASING CONTRACT
(Bridging Agreement)

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the City of Winslow, Arizona,
a municipal corporation (“Winslow”) and VSS International, a South Dakota corporation
(“Contractor”).

Recitals:

A. Contractor has contracted with the City of Tucson (“Tucson”) to provide job order
contracting services, materials and/or equipment necessary for roadway construction pursuant to
Contract No. 240056-11 (the “Cooperative Purchasing Contract”); and

B. Pursuant to A.R.S. § 41-2631 et seq. and Winslow Code and Procurement Policy,
Winslow has authority to utilize cooperative purchasing contracts and engage contractors under
the Cooperative Purchasing Contract’s terms.

CONTRACTOR AND WINSLOW, FOR THE CONSIDERATION SET FORTH IN
THIS AGREEMENT, PROMISE, COVENANT AND AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1. Scope of Work.

1.1  Contractor shall provide the following services, materials and/or equipment:

ROADWAY CONSTRUCTION SERVICES INCLUDING PAVEMENT PRESERVATION,
MAINTENANCE, CRACK SEAL, CHIP SEAL, FOG SEAL, CURB REPLACEMENT,
TRAFFIC CONTROL, AND RELATED PAVEMENT WORK

as described in the Cooperative Purchasing Contract documents on file with the City Clerk as
Exhibit A. As used in this Contract, all references to Tucson shall mean Winslow.

1.2 Contractor shall comply with all specific requirements and/or options of Winslow,
as specified in Exhibit B, which shall include the Scope of Work, as applicable.

2. Completion of Work. The Contractor shall complete all work set forth in the Scope of
Work on or before the date directed by the City in its Notice to Proceed after Contract approval.

3. Payment. The Contract Fee is $411,120.00 as provided in more detail in Exhibit B.
Payment to the Contractor for the services, materials and/or equipment provided, shall be made
in accordance with the price list and terms set forth in the Cooperative Purchasing Contract.

4. Terms of Cooperative Purchasing Contract Apply. All provisions of the Cooperative
Purchasing Contract documents are incorporated in and shall apply to this Agreement, except as
otherwise provided for in this Agreement.

DISCUSSION

The Subject Property is located at 3000 E. Highway 66, South of Interstate 40 and east of Transcon Lane.
The property has a unique configuration whereas it is bifurcated by an ADOT drainage and spillway system
that continues to the south and east, beyond Highway 66, to the Little Colorado River.

The WCF facility on the proposed parcel is not very visible from the Flying J Truckstop facility at Transcon
Lane, so a street view photo looking east from that location is not useful.

On the south side of the unique parent parcel, the drainage culvert under the highway is visible from where
the ADOT right-of-way is draining to the spillway into the Little Colorado River. The culvert under E.
Highway 66 appears as follows:

DISCUSSION

It appears that the purpose of this application is to split the approximately 100°x100 improved land area
associated with a lease for the existing WCF tower that is shown in the Figure 2 photographs. The lot split
exhibit also appears to show legal access being provided via easement to the newly created parcel for the
leased area.

Pursuant to Winslow Municipal Code, Section 16.28.010, lot splits must conform to the procedures of this
section and comply with the regulations as established in this title for subdivision and prepare technical
exhibits showing the proposed lots, boundaries, dimensions, legal description(s) and other technical data
necessary for a complete review of the request.
